Page 3—BACK IN CHURCH

We're back in church. Part of this process was the cleaning
preparation under the watchful eye of the forepersons S and C
Kilpatrick. My due task was to clean behind the altar, or to give it its
technically correct term, table. If we think about it the altar is a major
focus of our services. The congregation sit facing it, money is
dedicated at it and that is where we receive communion or a blessing
and where prayer can be received. Indeed the journey of a
communion service is directed to taking the congregation to that
place. In some churches clergy bow towards the altar. When | was a
teenager the vicar at my local church used to rise up from behind it
quite dramatically, which looked rather bizarre.

Whilst on cleaning duty | thought I'd have a look at what was
underneath the table. Goodness me what a surprise! There were
altar cloths, candle lights, Christmas card boxes and a bottle with
some alcohol in it with a cobweb on it. There was even a saw. In one
sense | was at a place which has brought me much comfort in my
faith walk, in another | was at a table with junk underneath it. This
caused me to reflect on a sermon we recently had which explained
some of the meaning of religious practices.

In Old Testament times church for God’s people was the temple in
Jerusalem. It too had a sacred place in it called the Holy of Holies
which the Priest went in just once a year. It had segregated areas for
example, for gentiles, or women. Part of temple life was the sacrifice
of animals to atone for sin.

The fulfilment of these practices is to be found in Jesus. Instead of
animal sacrifices, he himself became the sacrifice for sin (Romans
3:25) Instead of the law coming from the Priest to the people, he
himself became the law. Instead of a segregated temple God is
accessible to everyone equally because of Jesus (all can come in)
and those who follow him are described as the “body of
Christ” (1 Corinthians 12 12:31.)

It's good to be back in the building and to use the facilities it provides
for both worship and fellowship, yet it's not so much a case of being
back in church but rather again having use of our regular building
because we are the church

We
have had a lovely holiday, we are lucky enough to have spent a
month in Tenerife at a place called Costa del Silencio near Los
Christianos. We stayed there two years ago and we liked the
complex (Westhaven Bay) so much that we decided to go
again.

during World War 1l. Responsible for nearly 300 patents, the
first in 1923 at the age of 34 and the last in 1965 at the age of
77, he was the designer of heavy-duty earth moving equipment,
huge off-shore drilling platforms, “jungle crusher” machines and
the electric-drive wheel.

For over thirty years he traveled across the U.S., Canada and
other foreign countries sharing his testimony about the
satisfaction and joy of serving Jesus Christ. Each time he spoke
he began by saying, “Friends, I'm just a sinner saved by grace.
Just a mechanic that the Lord has blessed, and it seems He
wants me to go around telling how He will bless you too.”
Probably his most significant ministry will prove to be the school
he and his wife, Evelyn, established in Longview, Texas. While
flying over the area in 1946 to select a manufacturing site, Mrs
LeTourneau saw the sprawling complex of a vacated Army
hospital. When told that it was no longer in use, she asked
about establishing a school to serve the many GI's returning
from the war. The site was secured and LeTourneau Technical
Institute was established, both Robert and Evelyn remained
closely connected to the school until their deaths.

Before his death in 1969 at the age of 79, LeTourneau said,
“Everything
considered, I've had
my share of ups and
downs, but thus far —
my life has been a 5 B
miracle of God’'s
grace all the way
through.”

Robert Gilmore LeTourneau was born 30th November 1888, to
godly parents and from infancy he heard the Gospel.
LeTourneau dropped out of school at the age of 14 and went to
work shoveling sand and dirt at an iron works factory in
Portland, Oregon. By sixteen, he had grown into a large,
muscular young man. And though these two years of labour
with street-savvy men had educated him in the ways of the
world, they had hardened his heart to the things of God. What
he didn’t know was that his devoutly Christian parents had been
praying for his salvation daily.

The week before Christmas in 1904, the city of Portland had a
crusade, and LeTourneau decided to attend. “What terrified me
was that after a week of concentrated singing, and listening to
sermons, | didn’t feel even a tremor of response.” That concern
led to a humble plea for God’s help. “No bolts of lightning hit
me. No great flash of awareness. | just prayed to the Lord to
save me, and then | was aware of another presence.”

He felt he was clearly called to be a “businessman for God”. But
his business efforts—although incredibly successful—never
deterred him from what he felt was his reason for existence: to
glorify God and spread the Gospel message. He demonstrated
his concern for the Gospel witness by establishing regular
chapel services and by employing three full-time Chaplains in
his manufacturing plants.

For many years, he lived on ten percent of his income and gave
away ninety percent to Christian work, especially missionary
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keep for myself.”
A prolific inventor in the earthmoving industry, his machines
represented nearly 70% of the earthmoving equipment used

During the last weekend in September a group of 26 ladies
from St. Georges spent their annual weekend at Parceval Hall
near Burnsall. We were very lucky with the weather which was
warm with sunshine at times. This enabled us to enjoy the
beautiful gardens and woodland round the hall, and on the
Saturday afternoon some ladies went on a walk round Bolton
Abbey.

Our speaker was Cesca Cavender who is director of a healing
through prayer centre. She was interesting, amusing,
encouraging and informative. Her teaching was based on the
Beatitudes. She showed us that we need to look at people the
way God does—which often means we have to change. This
seems to be particularly relevant for our relationships within our
family—qgiving people the freedom to be themselves. She also
taught us not to be bound down by criticism.

It is easy to hurt others at times: Cesca described how in a
situation where she had not been kind, she immediately turned
to God for forgiveness and help, which then enabled her to put
that situation right. She found this had made a big difference in
her relationships.

She encouraged us to be “teachable”; and talked about the
different ways God can speak to us—through the unexpected,
through the Bible, through other people who may not
necessarily by Christians. That often God can speak to us in
quite small ways which we need to recognise and ask for.
Cesca also talked about barriers to our relationship with God—
wounds, past hurts, guilt, shame, despair. Amazingly she said
that some wounds actually precede our birth. She gave us
ideas of how to deal with this and allow Jesus to touch us
gently and heal us.

During my free time on Saturday afternoon | was able to look at
a display of objects for sensuous prayer set up by Gill
Robertson. We were able to examine the objects, read some
verses from the Bible, and use this to enhance our prayers.

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THE BEATITUDES

There are eight beatitudes all found in Matthew 5 they are:-

Blessed are the poor in spirit,
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
Blessed are those who mourn,
for they will be comforted.
Blessed are the meek,
for they will inherit the earth.
Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness,
for they will be filled.
Blessed are the merciful,
for they will be shown mercy.
Blessed are the pure in heart,
for they will see God.
Blessed are the peacemakers,
for they will be called sons of God.
Blessed are those who are persecuted because of righteousness,
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

If we are to grow as Christians we need to become like Jesus in
every way, it's hard to achieve, for His standards seem so high.
The bible spells out the qualities GOD wants to see in our lives,
and it gives out the character He wants us to be. The
beatitudes help to build that character.

Notice one thing about the beatitudes, Jesus starts by saying,
blessed are you, in every one of the beatitudes he gives out.
Whatever situation you are in at the moment Jesus wants to
bless you, the reason is, He loves you! We are to show that
same love to others.

The beatitudes form the heart of the Sermon on the Mount; they
are perhaps among the best known words of Jesus. The
crowds flocked to hear Him from all over Galilee, Jordan, Judea,
this guy was a must see and hear!

The beatitudes turn the world values upside down, they have
been described as GODS prescription for happiness, and one
book referred to them as the happy attitudes, the world may
look upon them as weakness though.

Jesus desires to see all of these 8 characteristics in all His
followers, that is a tall order! May GOD help us in this quest!
Thinking about attitudes, | wonder if you remember the movie
“The Fiddler On The Roof”, the main character, Tenye, played
by Topol, tells the Lord “I realise of course that it's no shame to
be poor, but it's no great honour either!” Most of us would agree
with that statement, like Tenye we may ask, “so what would be
so terrible if I had a small fortune?”, and we sympathise with him
when he sings, “If | were a rich man”. | would like to experience
riches for a while in my life it would be good, sorry getting off
track! See what | mean though, need to get my attitude right.
Truth is we are rich, very rich if we have Jesus in our hearts, for
we will inherit the whole earth, He has promised to prepare a
place for us in His kingdom! How rich is that?

When Jesus had finished saying these things, the crowds were
amazed at His teachings, because He spoke with authority from
His father!.

The beatitudes give us a clearer and deeper grasp of what it
truly means to be blessed.

Later Jesus summed it all up with these words from Matthew
7:12
