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From the Vicar 
Dear Readers, 

Perhaps one of the most frequent questions I get asked (at least by 
young people who don’t have the embarrassment factor that often 
afflicts more ‘mature’ people) is how much money a vicar earns. 

It always seems strange to me that we often judge people by what 
they earn. How long after we meet someone new do we ask them 
what they do - and by a quick mental calculation thereby work out 
what income bracket they may be in? Those who are in ‘high 
powered’ (and therefore high paid) jobs suddenly achieve a boost in 
our estimation, and those who we suddenly find work in low paid 
jobs go down in our opinion. 

Of course, as we get to know them better, we may well change our 
initial assessment, but as a starting point, it is something many of us 
use, whether consciously or unconsciously. 

So back to the question - how much do vicars earn? Well, the cheating 
answer is that we don’t earn anything at all. Rather, we get paid a 
‘stipend’, which is supposed to be enough to live on without having to 
worry about money so that we can focus on the work we do. 

That means that all clergy (and here I’m talking about Church of 
England clergy - other denominations have slightly different 
arrangements) get paid basically the same whether they’re just 
starting out or have worked for 40 years, whether they look after a 
small rural parish or a large inner city one. There are some minor 
variations around the country, and a few jobs that attract a larger 
stipend (e.g. bishops), but otherwise, we all get the same. 

Even the fees that we collect for weddings, funerals, etc. don’t make 
any difference - all the money goes either to the church or to central 
funds. None goes to the individual clergy. That means that whether 
we do 10 funerals a year or 200, we still get the same pay. 

So how much is it? Well, I’ll keep you guessing a little longer! When 
I gave up work 20 years ago to start training, I was earning roughly 
what I will earn this year. That surprises some people. Why, they 
ask, did you give up a well-paid job to take this one on? 
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Of course, the simple answer is that it’s not about the money. There 
are more important things in life. Yes, in one sense it is a sacrifice - 
perhaps especially for the family - but once you get over the shock 
to the system, you discover that other things compensate. 

Let me turn things around. You probably know the person who is so 
houseproud that you daren’t relax in their house. Everything is so 
neat and tidy that you are afraid to sit down in case you disturb the 
cushions. You will also know the home where you are always 
welcome, where things may be not neat and tidy, but it is quite 
definitely a home where you feel comfortable and accepted. Giving 
up being ‘houseproud’ brings benefits. 

A recent survey showed that people who gave up some of their 
‘spare’ time to be involved in the community were in general happier 
people than those who kept that time for themselves. Giving to 
others, even if that put you out, brought its own rewards. 

So it is with this job. Compared with the benefits, there was little 
sacrifice involved, since the money would never have compensated 
for the feeling of satisfaction in knowing that I am now doing what 
God wants me to do with my life. 

That’s what Lent is all about - giving us the opportunity to reassess 
our lives, and look at what we are holding on to unnecessarily. 
Giving up chocolate may not change your life immediately - but if 
you use those cravings for chocolate to prompt you to pray, and 
consider what more important things you might be doing with your 
time, your money, your energy, your life.... then maybe you will 
discover that God has other plans for you. 

Maybe if world leaders gave up ambitions for power, reputation, a ‘place 
in history’, then the worries many have over the future may disappear. 
Maybe if we gave up on the god ‘choice’, then the starvation and 
sickness that much of the world faces may be turned round. 

Surely the benefits here would easily outweigh the small discomfort 
we might suffer in the short term? 

So how much do vicars earn? Come and ask me personally and I’ll 
tell you!

25th April: Mark - disciple, apostle, writer of the second 
gospel 
Mark, whose home in Jerusalem became a place of rest for Jesus 
and his 12 apostles, is considered the traditional author of the 
second gospel. He is also usually identified as the young man, 
described in Mark 14.51, who followed Christ after his arrest and 
then escaped capture by leaving his clothes behind. 

Papias, in 130, said that in later years Mark became Peter’s 
interpreter. If so, then this close friendship would have been how 
Mark gathered so much information about Jesus’ life. Peter referred 
to him affectionately as his ‘son’. 

Mark was also a companion to Paul on his journeys. When Paul 
was held captive at Rome, Mark was with him, helping him. Mark’s 
Gospel, most likely written in Italy, perhaps in Rome, is the earliest 
account we have of the life of Jesus. Mark died about 74 AD. 

Early in the 9th century Mark’s body was brought to Venice, whose 
patron he became, and there it has remained to this day. The 
symbol of Mark as an evangelist, the lion, is much in evidence at 
Venice. 
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Today’s homework: think about SCHOOL ‘ASSEMBLIES’  
 

It is reported that more than 140 primary and secondary schools across 
Britain have opted-out of the legal requirement to provide a daily act of 
worship which is ‘broadly Christian’ in character. Opt-out schools have ‘to 
provide an alternative kind of worship’, and must seek permission from 
their local authority SACRE (Standing Advisory Council for R E, 
representing the council, teachers, and representatives of all local faith 
communities). Bradford has the highest number of opt-outs from traditional 
assemblies; 40 have adopted the Islamic approach, and in 7 there are five 
multi-faith sessions. 37 schools in Brent have changed, and 12 schools in 
Ealing now have a multi-faith approach. 
Is this the future? Do some already reduce the worship element to zero? 
 
Revd John Hellewell reports: As chair of Calderdale SACRE I don't 
recognise the picture painted there. The number of schools seeking a 
determination to opt out of the legal requirement has remained constant at 
only 2 schools. Calderdale SACRE has recently implemented a 
programme to help schools reflect on what they do in collective worship 
(the correct name - assemblies are for notice-giving and telling-off !) and 
to help them ensure they meet the legal requirements. Most schools 
currently do. We have also just issued a booklet on best practice for 
collective worship which is now in all our schools. 
We have a high proportion of church schools who receive particular 
inspections on their religious character, ensuring that the standards of 
provision not only meet requirements but are of a high standard. One 
Calderdale school received an 'Outstanding' report last year on an RE 
inspection, with commendation for the high quality of the Calderdale 
Agreed Syllabus for RE provision. 
Yes - there are certainly issues about Collective Worship in some schools, 
and yes, we should continue to support our local schools. If we want to 
make a real impact in our schools, then offering them high quality acts of 
Collective Worship is a way local churches can really get engaged with 
and support their local schools. If there was sufficient response from our 
churches, I would be willing to put on some basic practical training on 
leading acts of collective worship, the practicalities people need to make a 
professional useful input to schools. Most local schools are very willing to 
accept outside people coming in to lead collective worship, and there are 
some excellent resources out there to help you.

24th April: EASTER – the most joyful day of the year 
Easter is the most joyful day of the year for Christians. Christ has died for our 
sins. We are forgiven. Christ has risen! We are redeemed! We can look 
forward to an eternity in his joy! Hallelujah! The Good News of Jesus Christ is 
a message is so simple that you can explain it to someone in a few minutes. 
It is so profound that for the rest of their lives they will be still be ‘growing’ in 
their Christian walk with God. 
Why does the date more around so much? Because the date of Passover 
moves around, and according to the biblical account, Easter is tied to the 
Passover. Passover celebrates the Israelites’ exodus from Egypt and it lasts 
for seven days, from the middle of the Hebrew month of Nisan, which 
equates to late March or early April. 
Sir Isaac Newton was one of the first to use the Hebrew lunar calendar to 
come up with firm dates for Good Friday: Friday 7 April 30 AD or Friday 3 
April, 33 AD, with Easter Day falling two days later. Modern scholars 
continue to think these the most likely. 
Most people will tell you that Easter falls on the first Sunday after the first full 
moon after the Spring Equinox, which is broadly true. But the precise 
calculations are complicated and involve something called an ‘ecclesiastical 
full moon’, which is not the same as the moon in the sky. The earliest 
possible date for Easter in the West is 22 March, which last fell in 1818 and 
won’t fall again until 2285. The latest is 25 April, which last happened in 
1943 and is next due in 2038. 
Why the name, ‘Easter’? In almost every European language, the festival’s name 
comes from ‘Pesach’, the Hebrew word for Passover. The Germanic word 
‘Easter’, however, seems to come from Eostre, a Saxon fertility goddess 
mentioned by the Venerable Bede. He thought that the Saxons worshipped her 
in ‘Eostur month’, but may have confused her with the classical dawn goddesses 
like Eos and Aurora, whose names mean ‘shining in the east’. So Easter might 
have meant simply ‘beginning month’ – a good time for starting up again after a 
long winter. 
Finally, why Easter eggs? On one hand, they are an ancient symbol of 
birth in most European cultures. On the other hand, hens start laying 
regularly again each Spring. Since eggs were forbidden during Lent, it’s 
easy to see how decorating and eating them became a practical way to 
celebrate Easter.

Dear All, 
 
I want to encourage you in your walk with God. Sometimes we may struggle in 
the way we present ourselves and indeed our faith. We perhaps are not aware 
sometimes of the influence we have in our families, workplace and communities. 
Yet I believe we must remain faithful. Jesus told his disciples to heal the sick and 
to proclaim the good news. Some times we do not know how God will use the 
things we say or do. Sometimes we may think we do very little. Let me give you a 
true example of what I mean. 
 
     The old missionary looked through the wooden slats of his hut. Even from his 
sick bed the white sandy beach and the blue ocean sparkled invitingly. Watching 
the children dancing in the water, his heart ached and a tear trickled unchecked 
down his check. 
    ‘Not one conversion,’ he whispered, ‘not one in the whole of my 35 years here’. 
     As the familiar pain in his chest grew worse, he reached for his diary for the 
last time........ 
 
     The new missionary smiled at the eager faces gathered around him. He hadn’t 
yet fully mastered their language. 
    ‘I’ve come to tell you about Jesus, he said falteringly’. 
     The head man stood up. ‘We know Jesus,’ he said. ‘He lived here with us. We 
still have his house and his bones.’ The missionary was puzzled. How could these 
isolated people possibly think they could have known Jesus? 
     The people took him up to the hut. He stared in disbelief at the carefully 
preserved equipment of some 20 years before. It was all there - a few pictures of 
home, the well worn Bible and the diary. 
    ‘This man wasn’t Jesus,’ he said at last – ‘but he knew Jesus very well. Listen 
and I’ll explain’MM.. 
 
    ‘It’s amazing,’ the new missionary told his wife later. ‘Who would have thought 
that I would baptise 60 converts on my first day here. The ground work that man 
did was fantastic. What a wonderful example he was. He smiled, and turned the 
pages of the old diary. His eye fell on the last sentence. 
    ‘My whole life has been a complete and utter waste’. 
 
     We must not get discouraged. God is at work, bringing good out of evil, turning 
tragedy into triumph, turning death into life. Remember that after the cross comes 
the resurrection and victory. The Holy Spirit will uphold you in everything you do 
in his name.

I cannot say "Hallowed be Thy Name", 
if I, who am called by His name, am not holy. 
 

I cannot say "Thy Kingdom come", 
if I am not doing all in my power to hasten its coming. 
I cannot say "Thy will be done",

Indeed 
prayer is not only an act of speaking, but it also means that we pray to our 
loving God with all our heart, soul, mind and strength. (Matt. 22:37) 
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Easter Reflection: ‘There was a Garden’ 
We were standing looking at the snowdrops in the churchyard. It’s 
been a bitter, frozen kind of Winter hasn’t it? But now the sun was 
shining, the temperature had climbed above freezing, and those 
little bulbs buried in the soil had responded to it. A few weeks ago, 
all looked dead. But now, all around us, were the signs of Spring. 

‘Makes you think,’ said my companion. ‘Death and resurrection - it’s 
simply part of the way things are.’ I agreed, and pointed out that in a 
few days time we’d be celebrating, in the church in the middle of 
that graveyard, a man who rose from the dead and said, ’Because I 
live, you will live also’. 

This idea, of life blossoming in the place of death is right there in the 
Gospels, too. ’In the place where Jesus was crucified,’ St John tells 
us, ‘there was a garden’. And in that garden was a new tomb, in 
which, after his crucifixion, he was buried. But within three days the 
tomb was once again empty. Like the Easter flowers blooming in the 
graveyard, life had conquered death. 

If you visit Jerusalem, you will find the Church of the Holy 
Sepulchre, built on the probable site of the tomb of Jesus, which you 
can just about find underneath all the pious artefacts. 

Less than a mile away is the Garden Tomb, which General Gordon 
thought was the tomb of Jesus, located beside a craggy hill and set 
in a garden. It was, in fact, inside the city wall in the time of Christ, 
which means it can’t be the actual place of his crucifixion and burial, 
but there is no doubt that if you want to feel and see what it would 
have been like, and even peer into a genuine first century tomb, this 
will probably quicken your pulse more than the Holy Sepulchre. 

As Jesus himself said, the seed has to die before it can produce 
fruit. ‘In the place where he was crucified there was a garden’. The 
seeds and bulbs are buried, and at the right time they burst into life. 
As my friend said, it’s the way things are, and it is the heart of the 
Easter message.

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Royal promises - and no escape clauses! 
Probably not since the marriage of Prince Charles and Lady Diana 
in 1981 will so many people be watching a Christian wedding 
ceremony as will doubtless be on April 29th. The future heir to the 
throne, Prince William, will marry Kate Middleton in Westminster 
Abbey. 

The solemn and moving words of the service will echo around the 
world: ‘to have and to hold, from this day forward; for better, for 
worse, for richer, for poorer, in sickness and in health, to love and to 
cherish, till death us do part’. As one groom - a lawyer, needless to 
say - remarked to me, ‘Not many escape clauses there!’ 

The exchanging of rings is equally uncompromising: ‘all that I am I 
give to you, and all that I have I share with you’. All that I am? All 
that I have? My car, my laptop, my precious handbag . . . and my 
aching heart? All? It’s such a comprehensive word; it leaves nothing 
outside its limits. 

Marriage is, on these terms, the total giving of one person to 
another, for life. It’s both wonderful and awesome. No matter how 
many weddings you attend, those vows still move you. This is what 
love, as God understands it, is all about. It’s not ‘I love you and I 
want you and I’m going to have you’ (which is how modern culture 
sometimes portrays it) but about the total giving of one human being 
to another. It mirrors the self-giving love of God as we see it in the 
life of Jesus - which may be why St Paul compares the love of a 
husband for his wife to Christ’s love for his people (Ephesians 5:25). 

You may notice, as the service proceeds, just how often the word 
‘love’ occurs in it. Indeed, the opening words sum it all up: ‘God is 
love, and those who live in love live in God and God lives in them.’ 
This is the great sacrament of love. On April 29th we can - wherever 
we are - share in its joy.
