Welcome to our first newsletter of 2010. Since our last
newsletter in November, when we reported the appointment of
Rod Boreham as the first Town Centre Chaplain, things have
moved on apace for the ministry of Guildford Town Centre
Chaplaincy (GTCC).

Successful Launch - Rod's commissioning service took place at
Holy Trinity Church Guildford, on Sunday 24 January. Although
Rod took up post on the 1 January 2010, the commissioning
service was the 'official' launch of his ministry in the town of
Guildford. The welcome by members of the business, civic and
church communities was warm and generous and we look
forward to Rod being able to give himself to this new role full-
time from the beginning ofApril 2010.

Rod will endeavour to bring a spiritual dimension to town centre life, along with a caring, listening
presence for anyone who lives in, works in or visits Guildford. He will be attempting to build bridges of
understanding, trust and cooperation between communities of work, faith, leisure and society. A not
inconsiderable task for one person!

Volunteer Chaplains - One of Rod's key tasks during the first year will be to start recruiting people who
would like to become part-time volunteer chaplains, and who will have specific responsibility for and care
of a particular business.

An important break - Rod will also have overall, day-to-day oversight of the Street Angels project, acting
as line manager to the Street Angels Co-ordinator, Becky Edmonds. The Street Angels work has
continued to go from strength to strength, with Becky providing excellent leadership and support for all our
volunteers. However, from 16 March Becky will be on maternity leave for six months, and so her workload
will be shared between Rod and Linda Haynes, someone who has helped enormously on the admin and
organisation of a number of important tasks.

More Volunteers - We are extremely grateful to all our volunteers who give so faithfully and willingly of
their time. As with most volunteer organisations, however, people do come and go for any number of
different reasons. Although we still have a high number of people serving the town on a Friday and
Saturday night, we will be recruiting more volunteers in the coming months. It is hoped that we will be
holding interviews by June, and will have information packs out by end of March, early April. If you are

During your two-week trip, organised by our partners The Really Wild Travel Company, you'll spend 6
days summiting Uhuru Peak, the highest point inAfrica, along the Machame route, which will give you the
best opportunity for acclimatisation. Throughout this, a team of local guides and porters will be there to
provide you with everything you'll need to make it to the top.

We're also keen that this should not just be a tourist experience and we'd like you to leave having had a
real experience of Tanzanian life and culture. For the rest of the trip, you'll undertake a 5-day placement
with one of our two partner-charities in the Moshi region (with whom we will share some of the funds
raised)
