As part of the on-going development of 
Halifax Street Angels we have come up with 
some goals for the coming year...

In Halifax we want to:  further develop the 
Nightlife on Wheels initiative for Borough; 
produce a promotional DVD for internet, 
presentations, TV, etc (thanks to Alex, 
James and Josh who filmed over a weekend 
in January as part of their studies); to look at 
training needs for volunteers.

For the UK we want to:  develop a UK wide 
Street Angels network; produce a start up 
package for other towns; hold a national 
Street Angels conference event (we are 
looking at holding this in Halifax in the 
Spring).

And the on-going things:  Friday and 
Saturday Street Angels and Friday night 
youth prayer; monthly newsletter; bi-monthly 
volunteers get-togethers / thank you events;

etc; further improve the professionalism of 
our work; pray for finance for Halifax Street 
Angels / Project Manager role / further staff 
appointments; help promote Halifax as a 
safe and vibrant place to visit; develop our 
links with Faithworks (particularly around the 
Community Excellence Award).

Thanks to Tom and Mat for the overview of  in 
January. Both Street Angels and Young People’s Prayer found this a 
useful and worthwhile experience! The key points to remember are:

* The greater advantage is to be a good witness (not to be involved 
in a situation); be professional; stand correctly; watch your back - 
keep a path out of any situation; keep personal space; watch for 
warning signs; keep safe!

We then covered general ways we can help professionalise what we 
do as Street Angels. This included:

* We need to be responsible for the radios - there is a new signing in 
sheet and each team to have 1 radio.

* Team work is vital - communicate with each other!

* Be clear on what the role of a Street Angel is - record all incidents 
on the recording sheet as soon as possible. 

* Do not crowd people when dealing with a situation - if police, St 
John or Ambulance service arrive leave them to it!

* Visitors must pay for taxis in advance if ordered from the café. 

* Do not talk whilst the police / start of night briefing is taking 
place.

* No smoking allowed in the doorway . Also avoid swearing as this 
does not give a professional appearance.
