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Halifax Street Angels operate every Friday and Saturday between 9pm and
3am. Street Angel volunteers offer safe people and a safe place (Fairtrade
Café) for those using the night economy.

Street Angels was started by Churches Together in Halifax though you do not
have to be a Christian or part of a church to volunteer (but we ask you respect
the Christian aspect of the work).

(Criminal Record Bureau)formfor youto
complete - this will need to be taken into
Voluntary Action Calderdale with
appropriate ID (we can help you fill in the
form). This takes around 3 weeks to be
returned.

7. Once the references and CRB is
returned, and with no outstanding
issues, you are an Angellll We will
contact you and arrange for an ID badge
foryou...
