That was bloody Sunday in 
Londonderry. From that moment 
she had to confront the shock that 
faces many, especially as we get 
older. ʻThereʼs no one with me. 
No one can keep me safe. There 
is no one who wonʼt ever leave 
me aloneʼ. (from The Ragamuffi n 
Gospel by Brennan Manning) 
Some writers call this the ʻsecond 

journeyʼ, when we know we 
need to go deeper and trust God 
more. This understanding might 
be triggered by many occurrences 
in life, but ultimately we become 
aware of what really matters to 
us.
Easter is the quintessential 
opportunity for seeking what 
really matters. Imagine Jesus 
calling us today; will we accept 
his love which is as deep as 
death? Imagine yourself at the 
edge of an abyss. Thereʼs a 
rope across it with an acrobat 

pushing a wheelbarrow along it 
with another performer inside the 
wheelbarrow. Youʼre amazed, 
and the acrobat says ʻdo you 
think I can do it again?ʼ You 
reply ʻyes I believe you can.ʼ The 
acrobat says, ʻGood! Then get in 
and Iʼll take you across.ʻ 
Are you ready this Easter to get 
in the wheelbarrow of faith with 
Jesus?
